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Annamalai University

In the early 1920s, to serve the downtrodden and to promote Tamil Literature, Rajah Sir
S.RM. Annamalai Chettiar founded Sri Minakshi College and Sri Minakshi Tamil College at
Chidambaram. In 1928, Rajah Sir S. R. M. Annamalai Chettiar agreed with the local Government to
handover the above said institution for establishing a University. Thus, on 01.01.1929 Annamalai
University was established as per Annamalai University Act 1928 (Tamil Nadu Act 1 of 1929)
amidst a rural environment serving all the disadvantaged districts of Tamil Nadu.

Subsequently, Annamalai University Act, 2013 (Tamil Nadu Act 20 of 2013), came into
force from September 25, 2013, after obtaining the assent of His Excellency, the President of
India. The Act of 2013 has been amended by enactment of Act No. 32 of 2021 to render the
University as an affiliating University. Consequently the Colleges situated in the districts of
Villupuram, Cuddalore, Kallakurichi and Mayiladuthurai has been affiliated to Annamalai
University.

Accolades

Annamalai University, accredited with ‘A+* Grade (3.38 CGPA) by NAAC in 2022, is one of
India’s largest public residential universities with 10 Faculties and 55 departments of study.
Sprawling over 950 Acres of land, the University does yeoman service in taking education to the
door steps of the people who are otherwise far from access to centres of higher learning.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

The Department of Physical Education, headed by Professor & Head, functions under the
Faculty of Education. The department offers Bachelor of Physical Education and Sports (B.P.ES.),
Bachelor of Physical Education (B.P.Ed.), Master of Physical Education (M.P.Ed.) and offers Ph.D. at
the research level. Further, the department also offers Diploma and P.G. Diploma in Gym

Instructor.

The department is also responsible for Nurturing and Developing for sports activities for the
students of the University. The sports pavilion, spreading over 24.93 acres, comprises of tennis
court complex (6) with flood light and synthetic surface, basketball complex, volleyball complex,
athletic standard track, cricket field & nets, football field, hockey field and courts for ball
badminton, Kho-kho, kabbadi, net ball and hand ball.

The multipurpose indoor stadium of the department, with flood light and wooden flooring
provides facilities for badminton, table tennis, basketball, volleyball and other indoor games. The
gymnasium is equipped with multiple facilities for Men and Women fitness programme.

Application Fee Concession to SC/ST and Converted Christian Students: Entrance/Course
Application fees concession is granted to students belonging to SC/ST Community and
Converted Christian by the Government of Tamil Nadu (G.O. No. 111. 22.09.1998).

Tuition Fee Concession to SC/ST and Converted Christian Students: Full Tuition fee
concession is granted to students belonging to SC/ST community and converted Christian
under the rule 92 of Tamil Nadu Education Rules by the Government of Tamil Nadu [92-TNER].
Post Metric Scholarship: Covering special fees, examination fees, and maintenance charges
will be awarded to the students belonging to SC/ST Community whose Parent's/Guardian’s
income from all sources does not exceed Rs 2,50,000/- per annum, and Converted
Christian (converted from SC/ST) Rs. 2,00,000/- per annum.

Higher Education Special Scholarship: In addition to the Post Metric Scholarship, Higher
Education Special Scholarship is awarded to the hostel students belonging to SC/ST and
Converted Christian community and the number of scholarship is limited by the Government.
The Annual income from all sources should not exceed Rs 2,50,000/- per annum.

lll. Master of Physical Education (M.P.Ed.)

1. Duration of the Course

The duration of the course shall be two academic years with four semesters under the
Choice Based Credit System (CBCS). The total working days shall not be less than 200 days in an
Academic year. Each semester consists of not less than 100 working days excluding examination.
However, the students shall be permitted to complete the programme requirements within a
maximum of three years from the date of admission to the programme.

2. Eligibility for Admission to the Course

a. A Candidate for admission to the Master of Physical Education (M.P.Ed.) degree
programme should have passed B.P.Ed. examination of this University and/or from any
other University recognized as equivalent thereto in 10+2+3+2 pattern. They must have
represented, College / University / State in anyone of the games or sports, subject to the
conditions that he/she must be medically fit and free from any deformities.

b. The candidates should not have completed 34 years of age as on 1% July. However, relaxation
of 2 years (36 years) may be given for SC/ST/Ex-servicemen / Experienced Physical Education
Teachers / Widow / Destitute should be medically fit and free from any deformity.

c. The pregnant women will not permitted either for admission or to undergo the
programme.
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d. 40 candidates will be selected on the basis of merit, following the regulation of seats as
prescribed by the Government of Tamil Nadu, from among these candidates who score
not less than 50% of marks in the selection tests.

e. Admission shall be made on the basis of ranking for a total of 150 marks as given below

IV. Bachelor of Physical Education (B.P.Ed.)

The duration of the course of study is two academic years, consisting of four semesters.
However, the students shall be permitted to complete the programme requirements within a
maximum of three years from the date of admission to the programme. The total working days
shall not be less than 200 days in an Academic year. Each semester consists of not less than 100
working days excluding examinations.
No. of Seats : 200.
3. Eligibility for Admission to the Course
A candidate shall be eligible for admission to the Bachelor of Physical Education degree
course (B.P.Ed.) if he/she has Bachelor degree in any discipline with 50% marks and having
participated in Inter-college / Inter Zonal / District / School competitions in sports and games as
recognized by the AIU / IONSGFI / Govt. of India.
or
Bachelor degree in Physical education with 45% marks
or
Bachelor degree in any discipline with 45% marks and studied physical education as a
compulsory elective subject
or
Bachelor degree in any discipline with 45% marks and having participated in National/inter
University/State competition or secured 1st, 2nd or 3rd position in Inter-college / Inter-Zonal / District

e. 200 candidates will be selected on the basis of merit, following the regulation of seats as
prescribed by the Government of Tamil Nadu, from among these candidates who score not
less then 50% of marks in the selection tests.

Duplicate Certificate — Mark List/Degree/Transfer Certificate: A certificate from the police
department is required to be produced for the loss of certificates indicating that the
certificates were actually lost beyond recovery.

. Degree Certificate: Notification will be issued in the leading dailies during the month of

September/October every year for calling of application forms for getting Degree Certificate
at the Convocation. Students shall apply for the same in the prescribed form which can be
obtained from the University.

. Personal File: Students are advised to maintain a personal file containing all academic

records such as challan for remittance of tuition fee, exam fee, instrument fee, condonation

fee etc. till completion of his/her studies

Re-admission: If any attendance deficiency during the tenure of his/her studies, shall apply

for re-admission through the Heads concerned along with the photocopy of his/her previous

semester/year mark list/s as proof for having appeared for the University Examinations.

Change of Name/Date of Birth: Candidate who wish to change of Name, Date of Birth, of

his/her name should be made only during the period of study by producing a copy of

"Gazette Notification” from the respective Government No. such change shall be entertained

after completion for his/her studies in the University.

How to get Certificate:
